Some claim that the onginal version of the game Monopoly started around 1900, and that it was
developed as a way of explaining tax laws. The best-known version of the story, however, is that
it was invented m 1934 by a man named Charles B. Darow from Germantown, Pennsylvania,
Damrow made the game himself and sold it on a small scale to friends and some small stores,
before 1t was taken over by the games company, Parker Brothers. At that time., the world was
gomg through a severe financial crisis, and the idea of becommg very rich — even in a game -
appealed to many.
