It is essential to know everything about your product
to make sales pitch. Do you know when it was developed, and where it is produced? You also need to
know who the target market is — for example, the age group or income of the people who might buy it.
Not only that, you should know all about the competition — that is, similar products on the market.

you should prepare and practice to make sales pitch .Plan your presentation carefully, not just what you
will say, but how you will say it. Will you read it word by word, use notes or memorise it? Whatever you
decide, it is always a good idea to have a list of your main points, in case something interrupts you, or
you simply freeze with nerves (it happens!). Then practice it, if possible in front of colleagues. Make
changes and practice it again.

The way in which you can be professional to make sales pitch is to Keep your presentation short and
simple. Start with some friendly comments. For example, thank your hosts for allowing you to speak to
them, and compliment their company. Remember to speak slowly and clearly. It is important to appear
confident (even if you’re nervous!). While you’re speaking, don’t keep your head down. Instead, look
round the room and make eye contact with your audience. Smile! When you’ve finished speaking, invite
guestions. If you don’t know the answers, don’t pretend! Thank the tioner and promise to find out
the answer (and do it!).
