Project Abstract:
It is a summary of the scientific project. It includes a clear distinction between the objectives of the

project, the scientific procedures applied in it, the data resulting from it, and the conclusions made by
the researcher after checking the data obtained. The arbitrators and evaluators use the project abstract

at all levels for inferring the content of the project, what it aims at, and what is concluded.

Required Abstract Items:

1- Research Question and its Importance
The research problem or hypothesis that has been proven or denied.

2- Project Purpose
The importance and the purpose of the project.

3- Testable Hypothesis

The steps and experiments carried out to prove or deny the problem and hypothesis. They are
mentioned very briefly. In case of innovation, the design of the product and the method of its
experiment are indicated.

4- Research Procedures and How Data Are Analyzed
The steps taken to carry out the experiments (the method used, variables, materials and tools used in
the project), as well as the results obtained from the procedures and experiments. They are in a form
of specific, clear, and very brief numbers.

5- Conclusion
[t summarizes what has been concluded and related to the hypothesis that has been proven or denied.

Important Information:

e The abstract can be written in Arabic or English.

e It should not be more than 300 words and not less than 80 words.

e It should be written well and in the past form. It must include its required items. The
Competitions Department has the right to exclude the projects that do not have basic

scientific information in the project abstract.
