Words of the book

use it easily



◦E- book ( noun )

Words of the book 

a book that you read on a computer 
screen or on a special small computer 
that you can hold in your hands, and that 
is not printed on paper

Words of the book 

a journal (specialist magazine) 
that is published on the internet

◦Hyperlink ( noun )

Words of the book 

a word or picture in a website or computer

Words of the book 

a set of cards or a database containing 
information, usually arranged in 
alphabetical order and used especially in a 
library

professional people or those with a 
particular interest

Words of the book

◦Look up ( phrasal verb ) 

Words of the book

on a computer etc, you try to find it 
there



◦Menu ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

a list of things on a computer screen 
which you can ask the computer to 
do

◦Open ( verb )

Words of the book

to move a door, window etc so that 
people, things, air etc can pass through, 
or to be moved in this way



◦Page ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

  ةحفص

one side of a piece of paper in a 
book, newspaper, document etc, or 
the sheet of paper itself



◦Search engine results ( noun )

Words of the book 

is the page that you see after you 
perform a search using a search engine. 
It includes a list of search results that are 
relevant to the search phrase or 
keywords you entered

Words of the book 

is a list, usually found on a page before 
the start of a written work,

◦CAL ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

CAL ( computer-assisted learning ) : 
using computers to help you learn

◦DVD ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

DVD ( digital versatile disk ) : a disk 
for storing data , including sound and 
pictures

a way to write documents so they 
can be displayed

ISP ( internet service provider ) : 
a company that enables access

PDF ( protable document format ) an

to put information into a digital

one of the written signs that represent

Words of the book 

having plenty of money, nice 
houses, expensive things etc

having very little money and not many 
possessions



◦Developed ( adjective) 

Words of the book 

a developed country is one of the rich 
countries of the world with many 
industries, comfortable living for most 
people, and usually an elected 
government

◦Underdeveloped ( adjective) 

Words of the book 

not having grown or developed as 
much as is usual or necessary

◦Female ( noun / adjective) 

Words of the book 

relating to women or girls

Words of the book 

typical of or relating to men or boys

◦Healthy ( adjective)

Words of the book 

• physically strong and not likely to 
become ill or weak 

• good for your body

Words of the book 

• likely to make you ill 
• not normal or natural and likely to 

be harmful 
• not physically healthy

◦Old ( adjective)

Words of the book 

someone who is old has lived for 
a very long time

a young person, plant, or animal

important reason or fact about

• without any doubt

Words of the book 

something that is crucial is extremely

Words of the book 

• used when you are adding something, 
especially something surprising, to

• used to emphasize that the truth about a 
situation is the opposite of what has been 
mentioned

◦In other words ( phrase ) 

Words of the book 

used when you are expressing an idea or 
opinion again in a different and usually

◦Obviously ( adverb)

◦Of course ( adverb ) 

Words of the book 

used to show that what you are saying is 
expected or already known and so not 
surprising

Words of the book 

used when saying that something may be 
true or likely, although you are not 
completely certain

e.g: The cell samples are analyzed by lab

the number of times something 
happens, especially crime, disease

Words of the book 

• a rise in amount, number, or degree ( noun ) 
• If you increase something, or if it increases, it 

becomes bigger in amount, number, or degree 
( verb )

◦Infectious ( adjective )

Words of the book 

an infectious illness can be passed 
from one person to another, 
especially through the air you breathe

◦Inflammatory ( adjective )

Words of the book

an inflammatory disease or medical 
condition causes inflammation



◦Keyword ( noun )

Words of the book 

a word that you type into a computer 
so that it will search for that word on 
the Internet

Words of the book 

typical of the way a good mother 
behaves or feels

◦Mortality ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

The number of deaths in a given area 
or period, or from a particular cause .

◦Neoplastic ( adjective )

Words of the book 

• of or relating to a neoplasm or neoplasia 
• Neoplasia is new, uncontrolled growth of cells 

that is not under physiologic control. A 
"tumor" or "mass lesion" is simply a "growth" 
or "enlargement" which may not be 
neoplastic (such as a granuloma)

Words of the book

not contagious : not communicable by 
direct or indirect contact

• the information produced by a 
computer, either on screen or printed 
out on paper ( noun ) 

• if a computer outputs information, it 
produces it ( verb )

• living in or on another plant or animal 
and getting food from them 

• a parasitic disease is caused by 
parasites

you can use a system or program



◦Perinatal ( adjective ) 

Words of the book 

at or around the time of birth

◦Pessimistic ( adjective ) 

Words of the book 

expecting that bad things will happen in 
the future or that something will have a 
bad result

◦Prevalence ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

the fact that something is prevalent

◦Primary research ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

Primary research is defined as a 
methodology used by researchers to 
collect data directly, rather than 
depending on data collected from 
previously done research

◦Projections ( noun )

Words of the book 

a statement or calculation about what 
something will be in the future or was 
in the past, based on information 
available now

◦Secondary research ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

Secondary research involves the summary, 
collation and/or synthesis of existing research. 
Secondary research is contrasted with primary 
research in that primary research involves the 
generation of data, whereas secondary research 
uses primary research sources as a source of data 
for analysis.

Words of the book 

Qualitative research is a scientific method of 
observation to gather non-numerical data.[1] 
This type of research "refers to the meanings, 
concepts definitions, characteristics, 
metaphors, symbols, and description of

◦Quantitative research ( noun )

Words of the book 

quantitative research is the systematic 
empirical investigation of observable 
phenomena via statistical, mathematical, or 
computational techniques

Words of the book

give to a large number of people in 
order to collect information



◦Respiratory ( adjective) 

Words of the book 

Relating to breathing or your lungs

Words of the book 

•an increase in number, amount, or 
value
• to increase in number, amount, or 
value ( verb )

◦Sample ( noun )

Words of the book 

an amount of a person's blood taken 
from their body for use in medical

Words of the book 

a written description of the characters,

◦Telemedicine ( noun ) 

Words of the book 

the use of communications technology, 
especially the telephone and Internet, to 
provide health care
