AWARD OF THE DEGREE : The Council of the University awards, upon the recommendations from
the Department of Family and Community Medicine, the College of Medicine, and the Council of
the Deanship of Higher studies, the degree of Diploma and/or Fellowship of Dammam University in
(to be abbreviated as : (UOD-DFM & UOD-FFM ) to candidates who have successfully completed all
program requirements and pass all exams.

Terms of Admission :
Trainees will be admitted to the program based on the unified rules and regulations for
graduate studies at Saudi universities. Other requirements include:

1. The applicant must satisfy the unified rules for acceptance in postgraduate programs
in University of Dammam.

2. Must be a holder of an MBBS degree from universities recognized by the Ministry of
Higher education of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

3. Applications from non-Saudis may be accepted in the programs according to the
University of Dammam roles and regulations.

5. Must be full time student and submit evidence to pay the required tuition fees.
