My son's favourite meal is steak and chips,
but we don’t have this on weekdays.

At the weekend, we often have a traditional English breakfast with eggs, toast with butter and jam, and tea.

Our family doesn’t eat together at lunchtime on Saturday. The children play sports with their friends,
s0 they don’t eat at home. My wife and | sometimes o to a restaurant with friends on Saturday evening.

Our favourite place is an Indian restaurant in the centre of town. It's called The Taj Mahal and the food there is
great. The seafood curry with rice is delicious. 1'd like to go to restaurants more often, but they're
expensive and we don’'t have time after work.

Our favourite meal of the week is lunch on Sunday. We eat at about one o'clock and we always have roast
beef with potatoes and vegetables. That's a traditional English dish. My wife makes a dessert, often with chocolate.
On Sundays, our parents sometimes come o our house to have lunch with us, so the family is all together. Too

many people in Britain don't eat right, but food is important  in our home.
