In the magazine business. consumer'' magazines are not just those that give buying advice.  This term refers to  all magazines sold by subscriptions or at newsstands, supermarkets, and bookstores. As a group, consumer magazines make the most money because they have the most readers and carry the most advertising .
Trade, technical, and professional magazines are read by people in a particular industry to learn more about their business. Heavy Duty Trucking is a trade magazine. So is the Columbia Journalism Review (published by Columbia University) and American Medical News (published by the American Medical Association). These magazines are issued by private companies for their subscribers. Most trade, technical, and professional magazines carry advertising directed at the professions they serve. Company magazines are produced by  businesses for their employees and  stockholders. These magazines usually don't carry advertizing. Their main purpose is to promote the company.
